Electrical equipment that is listed as suitable for use as
service equipment is so marked by the manufacturer. This
will ensure that equipment used as service equipment has
been properly tested. This will apply to all switches,
switchboards, panelboards, or other equipment used as ser-
vice equipment in all occupancies.
