2000

The caller stated that
a 3000 AMP switchgear had
exploded and caught fire,
melting the feeders, buss bars
and the metal casing at their
property located at 122 C Street,
NW. Mona’s DC Disaster Team
(Pat Dolan, Steve Howard, Rick
Lee, Stephen Reney, and Mike
Young) endured the freacherous
conditions of the blizzard to
uphold Mona’s promise  for
emergency service.

After assessing the situation, the
building was stabilized and
secured by the DC Disaster Team.
The building’s generator was then
brought up to power the
building’s emergency circuits and
provide limited heating. Another
generator was ufiized fo feed
essential systems such as jockey
pumps and the main HVAC
system so that the building’s pipes
would noft freeze.

After many hours of hard work,
the morning arrived adding the
following men to the existing
team: Valentine McFarlene, Jim
Quinn, Skip Sanchez, and Lionel
Thomas. The majority of the day
was spent pulling feeders for the
second generator, and
demonstrating the exisfing gear
to bring critical equipment online.
